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Between the two panes of a thermal glass unit which is used for
technical reasons, transparent or opaque colored one-piece or multi-
piece acrylic panes are placed.

By this means it is possible to create signs or designs, using as
many acrylic elements as one wishes, cut out by means of a laser,
like a jigsaw puzzle, which elements form a design. The components
are placed inside the unit without being glued; by design, their
thickness is chosen to match the space between the glass panes, so
that the whole forms a single unit in which the acrylic pieces are held
fast and cannot move around even during transport.

Up to now, acrylic glass, although it is light in weight, shatterproof
and inexpensive, has found limited use in construction, because it is
so easily scratched. Enclosed within a sealed and bonded double
glass unit, it remains dust free and protected from scratching.

         LIGHT GLASS
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Doub le paned glass (e.g. thermal type) with single or multiple acrylic elements inside.

Between the two glass panes of a glass unit, which are joined by a spacer are placed one or
more acrylic panes. The acrylic elements, cut out by means of a laser, and which can be
colored or colorless (e.g. PMMA-polymetylmethacrylate) can thus be used to represent a
stained glass window, doo r or architectural element. By using acrylic glass elements of one's
choice the pieces are placed together as in a jigsaw puzzle, and are held firmly in p lace solely
by the pressure of the two adjoining glass panes without glue or other means. They canno t
move, even du ring shipping.

Especially suitable for geometric patterns and letters, the process ca n also be used for any
other type of picture whose nature allows the fitting together of the various colored acrylic
cutouts. In order to provide for thermal related contractions and expansions of the materials,
the relative dimensions of the acrylic glass elements and the glass panes and as well as
those of the outside edges must be carefully chosen. These variations are provided for by
the insertion of a silicon tube around the perimeter of the structure, between the acrylic
elements and the spacer binding the glass panes. This tube provides for expansion of the
acrylic elements and at the same time holds them together as one entire structural un it.

Such bond ed g lass structures, for reasons of thermal and noise protection or greenhou se
effect, can consist of several panes. In such cases , acrylic glass demonstrates its usefulness
due to its own minimal weight, plus its lending itself to multiple but precise process ing and
integration into complex designs, and its stabil ity during transport and/or roug h handling,
etc.
